The school has slowly been sinking into the ground for the past ten years, and they are here to raise money to save the school, build a new school.  “What class are you?”  This accounts for the fact that we will have people of varying ages present at the reunion.  However, the reunion is being organized by the class of 1995, in conjunction with their 15 year reunion, because nobody came to the tenth year reunion.  This is a big bash, a party to remember.  
Characters:


Each character should have something to reveal, or a reason why they have come back to reunite with their classmates.  A secret, a confession, a long lost love romance, etc.  They are all liars to an extent, trying to make themselves look better than they really are, that they have done something with their lives – one up each other.
The Organizer – the girl who was in charge of EVERYTHING in high school, the go-getter, brown-noser, everybody’s friend.  She has been planning this reunion in her head for the past fifteen years.  She wants everything to be perfect, for everyone to get along and to have a super good time.  Martha Stewart-esque – she planned it all, right down to the personal name tags.  When the ten year reunion didn’t happen, she was devastated and went into a deep depression of which she has just recently come out of, and of which she does not talk about.  Things started to change when she began to plan this special reunion.  In high school she was the yearbook editor, president of the student council as well as the treasurer, secretary and social events coordinator.  She is really, really nice and this has lead to people taking advantage of her  - however, she is a ticking time bomb, and could explode at any moment if things don’t happen according to her plans.  (Her day job could possibly be a stripper/when she lets loose and enjoys the evening this side of her is revealed?)

The Jock – The tall, handsome, built guy who everybody wanted to be friends with.  Every girl wanted to be his girlfriend, every boy wanted to hang out with him.  He has the perfect smile, the perfect body, the perfect everything.  He was the happy go lucky, nice to everyone kind of guy.  He stuck up for the nerds who were picked on and he treated the girls with respect.  He was the football team captain, the track and field star, the top all around athlete and voted most likely to be an Olympian.  He has his secrets and they are revealed at the reunion.  Possibly gay, possibly he always wanted to be a dancer, and now he is.  He is there to re-connect with his first true love – finds out that he is married, but this may not stop him.   
Larry, the guy that everyone thought was dead – “Did you hear about Larry?”  is the question everyone brings up at their tables throughout the evening.  Rumors have spread about his horrible death, but nobody knows what really happened.  There was an obituary which parents sent to their children, etc.  Larry shows up during the night, late , but it’s revealed he wasn’t really dead after all.  

The Gay guy – The flamboyant homosexual married to the obvious bull dyke lesbian.  He was in the drama club and he choreographed all the musical numbers for the school plays.  He even put together a group of girls called the “New Chicks on the Block.”  Perhaps he gets them to perform one of their old routines together one last time.  He is surprised to see the jock at the reunion – and old feelings are re-kindled.  Possibly a kiss, possibly the coming out scene for both of them.  Perhaps his wife the lesbian gets mad and grabs the Hot girl and plants a kiss on her as well.
