Parade Frequently Asked Questions

Q) Is there a theme for the parade?

A) YES – The theme for 2005 is “TBD”  ----- Maurice – this will be plugged in after our meeting on Wednesday… but don’t put this in just yet…
Q) How do I register to participate in the parade?

Q) How do I find parade marshals?

A) Parade Marshall will be very identifiable. HRM police will be on motorbikes and available to assist you at any time.

Q) What day is the parade?

A) The parade is on Saturday, July 23rd
Q) What time does the parade begin?

A) Parade Marshalling starts at 12:30pm. The parade begins at 1:30pm

Q) Where does the parade Marshall?

A) The parade marshals at Cornwallis and Maitland Streets – see map for specific details

Q) What is the exact parade route?

A) The parade takes approximately 1.5 hours from start to finish.

Q) What costs are associated with participation in the parade?

A) To help offset the costs associated with the parade, sponsors and community organizations are exempt from a parade fee. Non-sponsors who wish to participate in the parade are asked to provide a $100 
donation to Halifax Pride.

Q) What types of vehicles are allowed in the parade?

A) Bicycles, Motorbikes, fancy cars, flat bed floats – or your own two feet! Anyone is welcome to be a part of the parade. 

Q) Where can we disassemble our float?

A) All large trucks are not allowed to make the turn onto Sackville Landing.  All large trucks must continue driving northbound on Barrington Street to the destination you’ve arranged with your driver.

Q) Can we throw candy and other give-a-ways into the crowd?

A) No. No objects of any kind are allowed to be thrown into the crowds. Anyone caught doing so will be asked to stop. Further action may result in not being allowed to participate in the parade. You may walk along the parade route and hand give-aways to parade spectators.

Q) What, if any regulations are there on dress code or conduct?

A) The parade is a family and public event. Therefore, no nudity or adult content will be allowed in the parade. Zero tolerance.
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
